Chapter 77, Section 7713 of Title 35 Health and Safety, Part V of the Pennsylvania Emergency Management

C. S. § 3301 (relating to arson and related offenses) or any
similar offense under Federal or State law shall be prohibited from serving as a firefighter in this
Commonwealth and shall be prohibited from being certified as a firefighter under Subchapter F of
Chapter 73 (relating to State Fire Commissioner).”

Proof of a
non-conviction MUST consist of either of the following:

1. An official criminal history record check obtained pursuant to Chapter 91 (relating to criminal history
record information) indicating no arson convictions.

INTRODUCTION

The following position description is for a certification evaluator. This document identifies the minimum
qualifications, competencies, and tasks expected of a certification evaluator.

QUALIFICATIONS FOR CERTIFICATION EVALUATOR

To qualify as an evaluator, at minimum, the applicant shall:

1. Meet minimum entry requirements to include:

a. being certified at the level intending to evaluate;

b. having at minimum five years’ experience from/beyond 18 years of age in applicable
emergency services work or in the specialty area to be evaluated (i.e., rescue, HAZMAT,
etc.);
successful completion of the PSFA New Evaluator Training Program;
serving as an apprentice evaluator at an approved test site;
successful completion of the apprentice evaluator program;

f. application to and being accepted for employment at an approved test site.

2. Meeting annual requirements (i.e., attend an annual workshop/update program, HAZMAT
training);

3. Having a working knowledge of the current, applicable NFPA Job Performance Requirements
(JPR’s) for the level of certification the individual wants to evaluate;

4. Maintaining a level of proficiency with the language of applicable NFPA Standards for the level
of certification evaluating.

5. Maintains proficiency in methods/techniques/processes used in skill(s) performance as
provided in nationally approved, published curriculums.

COMPETENCIES

The certification evaluator must demonstrate proficiency and competency in the performance of the job
duties and evaluate test candidates objectively in accordance with the objectives of the PA Fire Service
Certification Program to include:

1. Effectively communicating verbally with personnel via face-to-face, radio, and/or
telecommunications mediums, and in written form using the English language;

2. Adequately hearing and comprehending information provided by candidates, evaluators, and test

administration team members, and for sounds common to the emergency scene;

Lifting, carrying and balancing any / all equipment required for all levels tested at the site.

Reading, writing, and comprehending the English language;

Documenting all relevant information in a prescribed format;

Demonstrating manual dexterity and fine motor skills, with the ability to perform all tasks related

to the functions of the station being evaluated;

Bending, stooping, crawling, and walking on uneven surfaces;

8. Meeting minimum vision requirements to operate a motor vehicle within the Commonwealth.

Shall establish and maintain a professional candidate/evaluator relationship to create a positive
testing environment for all participants.

Shall foster and support the diversity of each candidate and treat all participants with equal
respect.

Shall promote an environment free from any type of harassment or discrimination based on any
reason, including, but not limited to, that person’s race, gender, creed, color, sexual orientation,
gender identity, or expression.

Shall not use profane or abusive language towards any participant during testing.

Shall not be under the influence of illicit drugs or alcohol during any portion of the testing.
Shall maintain each candidate’s right to privacy and confidentiality.

Shall not intentionally expose the student to embarrassment or disparagement.

Shall make reasonable effort to protect the candidate from physical conditions harmful to the
testing environment or all participants’ health and safety.

Shall function alone or as a member of a multi-person evaluation team while working in various
environmental conditions such as extreme heat, cold, damp, or lighted or dark work areas while
performing in situations that may regularly create stress and tension.

Shall observe and evaluate each candidate individually and objectively based on their
performance while performing all the tasks competently and safely.

Shall communicate both verbally and in writing with clear and concise messages and/or directions.

Shall assist the test site with setup and tear down of skill stations, which will require lifting,
carrying, and transporting equipment;

Shall attend annual evaluator workshops, refresher training programs, or continuing education
programs as required by the PSFA, employer, or certifying agency;

Shall abide by and enforces all policy, procedures, and administrative directives as established
by the OSFC/PSFA;

Shall meet the minimum qualifications as outlined in the functional position description for an
evaluator.
